PASSPORT & VISA INFORMATION FOR TAIWAN
 

We are really excited that you plan to come and be with us in Taiwan. In order to come you must have a valid PASSPORT (with remaining validity of at least 6 months). Your passport must be signed. If you do not have one you can obtain an application for a passport at your local post office. You will need to submit two passport-size pictures of yourself and a certified birth certificate with the application. Remember passport pictures must meet strict requirements, so be sure and check before having them made. A passport costs $65.00 and is valid for ten years, except for smaller children. Once the applications are made, your passport should arrive in about six weeks. Passports can be obtained in a few places with "one-day" service if you are willing to walk it through. This may be worth asking about if you are in a bind for time.
Tourists from the US can stay in Taiwan for 30 days without a visa. However, since you plan to stay longer you must obtain a "60-day tourist VISA" before coming to Taiwan. To obtain this visa:
1. Complete a visa application form. If you are coming as a married couple you will need one for each of you. You will find the application form on page two of this document. 

1. For “category” mark “Visitor Visa”

2. For “entry” mark multiple

3. For "surname" put your last name (or family name).
For "Given name(s)" put your first and middle name.

    21. For "purpose of travel" mark other and put down spend time with friends.

22-23. For proposed date of arrival and duration of stay make sure the length is within 60 days.  For "Particulars of Reference in Taiwan” you should not need to fill this out. 
2. After answering the questions on page 2 don’t forget to sign and date the application at the bottom.  Below your signature it asks for a “signature of the applications agent along with address and phone number” you should not need to fill this out.  Finally for information, on which office serves your state, please telephone (202) 895-1800.  Any other questions regarding visa should be addressed to: cb4asia@gmail.com.  
3. Contact the Taiwan Consulate nearest you. You will find a list of Taiwan consulates on pages 2-3 of this document. If you are close enough you may want to go to the Taiwan Consulate in person to apply for your 60 day tourist visa. Or you can apply for your visa by mail. The processing time for US citizens is 24 hours. When you contact them double check on what is required to obtain a 60-day tourist visa. If you plan to do this by mail double check and make sure that the mailing address you have for them is correct.

4. Submit the necessary documents. To obtain a 60-day tourist visa you will need the following items:
1. A completed visa application form (see attached application on pages 5-6 or go to www.teco.org/visa_form.pdf).

    2. TWO recent, passport-sized color photo attached on the application form.
3. A U.S. Passport, with remaining validity of at least 6 months (They will stamp the visa inside your passport).
4. US Passport holders $131.00 cash, money order or certified check (NO Personal Checks) 
All other countries: $100 for a multiple-entry visa
5. A copy of your plane ticket itinerary 

6. If your application is sent by mail, a self-addressed and envelope with return postage by Certified mail, Priority with deliver confirmation, Registered mail, or Express mail is required (stamps only, no meter postage). (http://www.teco.org/visa_form.pdf)
If you want you can do this by registered mail.  If you are in a hurry you can even express-mail (Fed-Ex) the paper work to speed up the process.  Inside your express-mail envelope to be sure to also include a self-addressed express mail envelopes (Federal Express, UPS, DHL, or Air Bourne, etc).  You should call them first to verify everything we have said above.  By doing it this way it is possible to receive your visa black in 3-7 days.  The visa must be used within 90 days after it is issued, so timing is very important. 

If you have any other questions about this be sure to let you know.  After you have received your passport with the visa stamped inside, please e-mail us and let us know.  Also tell us how long your visa is good for.  Again we are really excited about your coming.  We’ll be in touch.
